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pages included for each year, with afew less and afew more. There seemsto have been an effort made to avoid direct
repeats, so most of these offerings contain 'new' dolls and/or editions of popular dolls.Most 'doll' books covering the
1950s are written from a collector's point of view. These are the dolls as seen by children of the period -- and thisis
one heck of atrip down memory lane!Interesting to view prices (and relative prices too ...which dolls were more
expensive at the time) from that era. The detailing in the description of each doll is very enlighening aswell. Thereis
also a one-page introduction to each year, where the author gives an overview of the year'stoy developments, and tells
you what was 'in' and what was not.Y es, the book is black-and-white, but from my memory, most of the catalogs from
the period were black and white aswell, or at least most of the pages were. It would have made the original catalog
enormously expensive to produce all itemsin color, and this particular volume would also be more expensive if color
was used. So ...I'm happy to ride with the lack of color. The reproduction of the photos and text is good, with every
word legible ...which is more than can be said for the "boy's" edition of these Sears toy catalog reprints, sadly. Thisis
an excellent addition to any doll collector's arsenal of information, and alot of fun for collectors of nostalgia as well.
