The engine options are missed, including the change to the Perkins 3 cylinder gas
engine. The photograph for the 135 is a golf course model.In general the photographs throughout the book are
excellent.As with most tractor books there are errors. In this book the most glaring are related to photo descriptions.
Page 194 shows a garden tractor with a belly mower, but the caption refers to arototiller and sickle mower. Page 199
shows atractor pulling awagon but the caption saysit is pulling a combine. There several other mislabled
photos.Even with these editing problems this Big Book is worth reading.0 of 0 people found the following review
helpful.
